


3. Select an attorney who makes house calls. Dealing with clients on hospice is unlike
most other types of legal practice. Typically the family has to go to the attorney’s office for

a consultation. Not only can this be stressful, but also takes physical and emotional energy.
An aftorney who deals with hospice, on the other hand, will make house calls when needed.
This makes things easier on the family, especially in the later stages of illness, when hospice
patients may have great difficulty getting around.
